Criteria for Sharon Ledbetter Scholarship

A one-time scholarship award of $1,500
The Sharon Ledbetter Youth Scholarship was donated by Bob Doty in memory of Sharon.  The funds were donated from the sale of Sharon’s Orchard Wagon after Bob restored it.  The scholarship is for a young student who is interested in and active in draft horses and/or draft mules and who wants to further his/her education after high school with the funds.

Funds will be awarded to one high scoring youth and will be presented to that youth when proof of enrollment in an accredited college or trade school is presented to the California Draft Horse and Mule Association Board of Directors.  The funds will then be issued by check to the student if the following criteria are met:

1. Student must be between the ages of 16-18 years of age on January 1, 2010.

2. Educational use of the funds is defined as advanced education in an accredited college or trade school.

3. The funds may be used for tuition, books, housing or any other expenses related to education.

4. In order to obtain the funds, the student must have a high school diploma and must present a copy to the California Draft Horse and Mule Association Board of Directors. (Note:  if the winning student has not yet completed high school, the funds will be held in a savings account until graduation and enrollment.)

5. An informal letter of intent (just a short paragraph) completed no later than June 30, 2010 is required from the student.  The letter may be by email or mail addressed to Jo Ann Jackson 8253 Sunset Rd, Lakeside, CA 92040.   No text messages will be acceptable.

6. The student must be a member in good standing either individually or through family membership in the California Draft Horse & Mule Association

Points will be accumulated in the competition for the award of the scholarship based upon the following:

1. Student is required to write an article for the CDHMA Newsletter, submitted and published prior to October 31, 2010.  The article must be related to draft horses and/or draft mules and can be on any subject of interest to the student and the membership.  Points will be determined by the Board.

2. Participation in draft horse or draft mule related activities which includes shows, demonstrations, parades and any other event where the draft horse or draft mule is used.

3. Volunteering with draft horse related activities with a teamster, trainer or draft enthusiast such as shows, parades, demonstrations, assistance with the horses or draft mules, etc.

4. Members of the Board and others are willing to serve as sponsors to any student who wishes to volunteer and assist with activities.  Volunteer sponsors are listed at the end of this writing.   

An application must be submitted NO LATER THAN NOVEMBER 30, 2010 to Jo Ann Jackson 8253 Sunset Rd, Lakeside, CA 92040.   

The scholarship will be awarded to the winning student at the California Draft Horse and Mule Auction in Tulare the first weekend of April 2011.  The student will be notified prior to this date.
